III. OLD BUSINESS 
A. Reading and approval of minutes:

1. Minutes from February 14, 2011
a. Mr. Doughty Jr. made a motion to accept the minutes as written for February 14, 2011. Mr. Wells 2nd the motion followed by a positive 3/0 vote.
B. 2010 Water Bond

1. Mr. Wells inquired about a rate case to reduce the rates since the Water Dept.’s share for the original bond amount of $1.2 million has been significantly reduced.
2. Mr. Adams stated that he spoke with Lucretia Smith at the PUC and she said that the difference in the debt request and the actual amount held was not enough to have to reduce the rate. 

3. Mr. Doughty Jr. asked if the Town had released the remainder of the bond and Mr. Adams stated that they have not.

C. Town Council Route 196 Agenda Item

1. Mr. Bauer mentioned that the Town Council had an agenda item for their meeting for Route 196.

a. Mr. Adams stated that he spoke with the Town Engineer about this issue and he said that it was a request for information stemming from research for the reuse of the Navy base that the Town had tabled. He said that it has nothing to do with paving.

D. Railroad Lease

1. Mr. Adams stated that he talked to the gentlemen at PanAm Railways about the lease. He said that they require us to remove the pipe in order to end the lease. He said that they will get back to him about how we can handle this.

2. Mr. Bauer asked if Mr. Adams had spoken to the PUC about this issue as they monitor the railroad. Mr. Adams stated that he had not.

3. The Commissioners discussed the issue and decided to wait for the information from PanAm about removing pipe.

E. Standpipe

1. Mr. Adams stated that there is nothing new to report.

F. Credit Card

1. Mr. Adams stated that he has not heard from NDS about which meeting he would be able to attend.

G. Town Report Input

1. Mr. Adams presented the Water Dept. input for the Town’s Annual Report.
