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LISBON CONSERVATION COMMISSION
LONE PINE LODGE AT BEAVER PARK

JULY 10, 2012
1. CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Calvin Beaumier called the meeting to order at 7:18 P.M.

2. MEMBERS PRESENT:  Calvin Beaumier, Carroll Curtis, Tracy Gosselin. Town Manager Steve Eldridge, Town Councilor Lisa Ward and Park Ranger Verla Brooks were also  present.
3.  SCHEDULED ITEMS:

A. READING OF THE MINUTES. Cal  read the minutes from June’s meeting.

B. TOWN MANAGER ELDRIDGE PROPOSAL. Town Manager Eldridge proposes a merging of the Lisbon Conservation Commission and the Lisbon Trails Commission.
Both Commissions are struggling to fill membership.
Conservation Commission members feel that the merger would be a good fit. The combined commission may be more effective than two separate commissions.

We had questions regarding what the functions of the Trails Commission are.

It was decided to organize a joint meeting of the two commissions on August 14, 2012 and to re-write the Conservation Commission by-laws to incorporate the Trails Commission functions.
C. BALLFIELD RECAP. Lisbon Junior Athletic League meeting
It was decided at the LJAL meeting that the Beaver Park ballfield’s maintenance would remain under the direction of Ranger Brooks, not the LJAL.
The fee system needs to be revisited. This should be a topic for a future Commission meeting, then put on the agenda for the Town Council.

Town Councilor Lisa Ward suggests sending a message to Town Manager Eldridge regarding keeping the  maintenance of the Beaver Park ballfields under Beaver Park management and not LJAL. There is no need for the LJAL to spend the money needlessly.

4. ADJOURNMENT.  The meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
