A.  Verla Brooks was asked by Jody Durisko, Administrative & Human Resources  Assistant, 
 
      Town Manager's Office to schedule a meeting with current members


      of the Lisbon Trail Commission and Lisbon Conservation Commission and citizens who have


      applications on file at the Town Office to serve on either committee. 
The purpose of the 
 
      meeting was to make a decision as to which committee would remain active, since neither 
 
      committee currently has enough members to be active.  Verla was the only member present to 
      represent the Conservation Commission.  She provided the CC By Laws and the  manual for 
 
      Maine Conservation Commissions.  Trail Commission members expressed  concerns of not 


      being able to be active with the town trail system should they serve on the CC.  Verla 
 
  
      informed them that trails are a duty of the Conservation Commission. As the CC mission 
 
      statement reads:  The CC's goal as an advisory committee is to voluntarily undertake a variety 


      of environmental, recreational and land use activities.


B.  Lisa Fourre stated she was interested in serving on the Conservation Commission due 



      to it having a variety of interest including trails.  She was not interested in serving on 


      the Trail Commission.  Zach was interested in serving on either commission.  Trail


      Commission members Charlette, Trish and Norman all agreed to serve as Conservation 
 
      Commission members providing they could continue being involved with the Lisbon Trail 
    
      system.  All present wanted the commission to be actively involved with future decisions
 
      pertaining to the trails such as signage, benches, tree plantings and trail connections with 
 
      Lewiston and Topsham.


C.  Charlette requested another meeting inviting Cal Chadick and Michelle Barbay who


      have expressed an interest of serving on either committee.  The group also wanted


      Carroll Curtis who is currently a Conservation Commission member to attend the 


      meeting.  They would also like to have conversations with councilor Bickford who 


      is the liaison for the Trail Commission.  Verla agreed to make the necessary contacts.
