Cal Beaumier and Park Ranger Brooks reported that the project to re-mark Beaver Park’s boundary lines is progressing well. They are utilizing GPS technology for the first time on the Park’s borders. 

All members of the Commission were unanimous in their concerns surrounding the recent site work at the gravel pit off Route 196 and the drainage pipe that was installed under Route 196, leading directly into the Sabattus River.

The concerns are:

The amount of run-off that will be channeled into the river and the content of that run-off.

The large expanse of flat, graded area and the intentions for future use.

The position of this area over a sand/gravel aquifer that supplies drinking water.

It was decided to craft a letter to the Town that voiced the concerns of the Commission.

A program at local schools was discussed – Lisbon Environmental Education Program.
