1.  CALL TO ORDER.  Meeting called to order by Verla Brooks at 7:00 P.M.

He explained he meant 

           he would like Summer Street Park to have marked trails.  Verla informed 


      there was a Trail Map sign at the front of the park and it was on her list 

           projects to paint trail blazes.  Cale volunteered to help with the project 

           he and Verla will work on it once the weather improves.


B.  Cale Chattick suggested he would like more Town Gardens to be  


      Verla informed him of the 37 gardens that the Parks Department and


      volunteers currently maintain and didn't believe more should be added


      to the list, since it is difficult keeping up with the existing gardens.

           Garden.  Verla reminded Arthur that his father Steve Warren was 


       working on a similar project.  Arthur informed the group his father 

       wanted to develop a garden at the Booker Street Park property.  Cale


       told the group he thought the property didn't have sufficient light.  Verla


       suggested they put a proposal together with the property they would 

       want to plant and how the project would be implemented and managed.

            She informed them the Town Council would have to approve the use of 

            town property, the project and insurance concerns would need to be 
  
       addressed. 


D.  FISHING DERBY.


      Verla informed the group that she had started preparing for the Fishing


      Derby since the Commission had not been active.  She submitted an 


      application to Inland Fisheries and Wildlife for a Stocking Permit and a


      Fishing Derby Permit.  She also sent 41 letters to local merchants 

      requesting donations for the derby.
