

MINUTES LIBRARY GOVERNING BOARD: July 9, 2014.  IN ATTANDANCE: Sally Lunt, Claire Paquette, Richard Golden, Ralph Day and Jessica Meakin; also in attendance Diane Nadeau, Library Director. Absent: 0
  Mr. Golden called the meeting to order at 6:33 pm.  The Board reviewed the circulation statistics for June 2014.  Mr. Day noted the decrease in children and adult books circulation.  The Library Director was able to explain the decrease.  It was noted in her report that the 2014 Summer Reading Program started one week later than previous year and that made the difference in the children’s books circulation total.  She also explained that the June adult new books order had fewer bestselling authors to choose from.  This smaller book order accounted for the decline in the adult book circulation statistic.
Miss Paquette told the other Board members that she had volunteered at the “Fizz Boom, Read” “kickoff” program on June 26th.  She noted that 64 children and 43 parents enjoyed the fun and educational “Mad Science of Maine” program.  Mrs. Nadeau’s report also noted that the program was held at the Lisbon Falls Masonic Hall to accommodate the large group of children.  It was the first time a program was held at this location. It proved to be convenient with sufficient parking and a wonderful community room that accommodates a large group.  Mrs. Lunt noted that the cooperation between the Library Department and Masonic Organization is a wonderful example of two local groups working together.
