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1. CALL TO ORDER:  The Vice Chairman, Mr. Lunt called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM.

2. ROLL CALL:  Regular members present were Curtis Lunt, Dan Nezol, James Lemieux and Karin Paradis.  Associate members present were Richard Long. Excused absence was Don Fellows. Unexcused absence was Tyler Goletti. Also present were Dennis Douglass, Code Enforcement Officer; Amanda Bunker, Wright-Pierce Land Use Planner; Roger Bickford and Eric Metivier, Town Councilors; and approximately 12 audience members.  

3. CHAIR’S REVIEW OF MEETING RULES:  	

The Vice Chairman gave a brief overview of the meeting rules for this meeting and regarding public input.  

The Vice Chairman introduced Associate Member Richard Long and granted him voting privileges.

4. WRITTEN COMMUNICATIONS: 

VOTE (2014-30) Ms. Paradis seconded by Mr. Lemieux moved to approve the minutes of May 22, 2014 and Site visit notes of June 5, 2014. Order passed. Vote: 5-0.

5. PUBLIC HEARINGS: 

The Vice Chairman, Mr. Lunt opened the public hearing for:

Curtis Neufeld, Sitelines, PA.; representing Kelly Park said that the proposal is to create smaller lots.  A secondary road would be constructed and a 12 lot subdivision would be created.  The DEP permitting has been submitted. There are no tenants at this time.  

Linda Arsenault, 189 Lisbon Street, said that Scott Kelly promised he would place a buffer and install irrigation and never did.  Her new windows and pool are full of sand every day.  She distributed pictures to the Planning Board of her property during high winds showing the amount of sand blowing onto her property.  She said she does not approve of the 12 lots and is very frustrated over the situation.

Steve Warren, 77 Main Street, stated that he was on the Planning Board when the original subdivision was approved and he would like to make sure that pedestrian needs are considered such as how pedestrian use could be accommodated by the subdivision due to the impact it has economically and to the quality of life.

Kelsey Cote, 32 Moody Road, said that there is surveying tape on her property and she would like to know who it is and what is going on.
Linda Arsenault, 189 Lisbon Street, said there used to be a little pond there and it has been completely filled in, there is not any water left at all.

Curtis Neufeld, Sitelines, PA., said he would try to respond to some of the concerns he heard. He said he doesn't know what was previously promised in regard to buffers but was aware of an ongoing sand problem.  He stated that there is an esplanade that connects Moody Road and Park Street to Lisbon Street.  In regard to the surveying he said that he would make sure that he spoke to the associates at Sitelines to find out what happened and make sure they knew they were on someone else's property.

Steve Warren, 77 Main Street, said that Park Street is another opportunity for pedestrian use and if would offer a better experience for the user than Route 196.

Seeing no further questions or comments from the public, the Chair closed the public hearing.

The Vice Chairman, Mr. Lunt asked Mr. Douglass to comment on the application.

Mr. Douglass, Code Enforcement Officer said he received a complete package from DEP and a letter of support from the Town & Country Mobile Home Park.

Mr. Lunt said that he would like to see the sand problem solved in a timelier manner.

Curtis Neufeld, Sitelines, P.A., said that the sand piles would be used with regular business use and he couldn't really put a timeline on it.

Ms. Bunker said that stock piling material is not prohibited there but air and water pollution must be addressed within a timely manner.  She also stated that the Planning Board could only give preliminary approval tonight but cannot give final approval. 

Mr. Douglass said that we can't approve it until we receive DEP approval and have it in hand.

Ms. Bunker said the Planning Board meets again in two weeks if they can chase DEP for permit completion.

Mr. Douglass told the board that the Wellhead Zones 1 & 2 were added on the plan and the idea is this will make the park more attractive for development and will hopefully make things happen.
 
Ms. Paradis asked about the pond that Ms. Arsenault mentioned.

Curtis Neufeld said that the Water Department requested it be filled in to remove risk to the water source and protection of the aquifer.
 
Mr. Douglass said that it did not require any permitting to fill in the area in question.

The Vice Chairman Mr. Lunt asked Dennis Douglass, Code Enforcement Officer to lead them through the checklist. 

Mr. Douglass reviewed the checklist with the board and the only item noted not met was pollution.  The requirement is that the subdivision will not result in undue water or air pollution. In addition to resolving the air pollution problem with the sand the board placed the following conditions:

1. Ground Water. The proposed subdivisions will not, alone or in conjunction with existing activities, adversely affect the quality or quantity of ground water. 

Conditions:  Individual lots are subject to site plan approval.

2. Monuments.  Permanent granite or cement monuments not less than four inches square in width or iron reinforcement rods at least ⅝ inches across the top and at least four feet in the ground shall be installed as follows:
(1) Monuments shall be set at all street intersections and points of curvature, but no further than 750 feet apart along street lines without curves or intersections.
(2) Monuments shall be set at all corners and angle points of the subdivision boundaries and all lot boundary and angle points.

Conditions:  Monuments to be set upon approval of subdivision as shown on plans.

Curtis Neufeld said the sand problem isn't really related to the 4-lot subdivision going to a 12-lot subdivision.

Ms. Bunker said she understood where he was coming from and that the preliminary plan would be approved.

VOTE (2014-31) Mr. Lemieux seconded by Ms. Paradis moved to approve the subdivision application with the conditions noted on the checklist. Order passed. Vote: 5-0.
