FLOOD HAZARD DEVELOPMENT PERMIT

Intended Use: Drilling in the ground to install groundwater pumping wells and excavation trenches to install utilities and water infiltration pipes.   

Richard Fortin, Drumlin Environmental, LLC, Senior Hydrologist on the Maine Electronics Project.  He said they have been before the board on this project before and want to continue communicating with the board.  They want to enhance and improve the rate of clean up.  They will be rinsing water the same way but putting in additional pumping wells.  The wells will be a combination of vertical serving as a point of return and horizontal filtration system is needed to balance the flow of the groundwater without creating a big shift in the flow pattern.  The horizontal wells will be at 25'.  They think it will be more efficient.  The work is being done in the Floodplain which is what triggers Planning Board Review.  

Mr. Fellows said his only question was about the Aquifer Protection and said that the only stipulation is that the Water and Sewer Department need to agree with the plan.  He said that the Water and Sewer Department reviewed and agrees with the plan presented by Drumlin.  Mr. Fellows also asked what the original timeline was on the remediation.

Mr. Fortin said that it is hard to know exactly but they will know when they are done by performance monitoring and the testing of groundwater.

VOTE (2014-49) Mr. Fellows seconded by Mr. Lemieux moved approve the Flood Hazard Development Permit for Maine Electronics, Inc. Order passed. Vote: 5-0.

SITE PLAN REVIEW APPLICATION

Case # 14-09	Applicant:  Lisbon School Department

		Zone:  Village
Intended Use: This project proposes the addition of a 15,125 gymnasium attached to the existing gymnasium.   

Eric Dube, Casco Bay Engineering Civil Engineer reviewed the plans with the board.  He said this project is the addition of 15, 125 square foot building adjacent to the current gymnasium.  They are also proposing the addition of 29,235 square feet of parking, new sidewalks and hardscape. He explained that the curb cut would remain the same because it would be difficult to obtain approval from Maine DOT to make any changes at that intersection.  He said the traffic flow may temporarily change during construction.  

Dennis Douglass, Code Enforcement Officer said that this is a Tier 2 Site Plan Review, he went through the application, and considers is complete.  It is at the Planning Boards discretion to hold or waive a public hearing since it has already been ratified by the voters.

Mr. Lunt said he is concerned about waiving the public hearing.

Mr. Fellows agreed in most cases but in this scenario several public hearings and informational meetings have been held.

Mr. Fellows asked about pervious versus impervious pavement.

Mr. Dube said that in his experience pervious pavement doesn't work.

Mr. Nezol asked if it meets all the regulations from a size standpoint.

Traci Austin, School Committee Chair said that it will meet the new regulations.

Mr. Douglass said that abutters would be notified more than 7-10 days before the next meeting.

Mr. Nezol asked about the Aquifer.

Mr. Douglass said that it is not in the Aquifer area.

Mr. Lemieux asked about the natural gas line. 

Mr. Dube said that the existing line will need to be moved and they hoped to do so without interrupting service.

VOTE (2014-50) Mr. Fellows seconded by Mr. Lunt moved approve the Site Plan Application as complete and waive the public hearing requirement. Order passed. Vote: 5-0.

8. OTHER BUSINESS: 

The board discussed their post site plan visit to Expert Volvo and the board agreed they would like to see him satisfy the landscape plan that was submitted and approved at the Planning Board.

9. CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICIAL BUSINESS: 

Dennis Douglass, Code Enforcement Officer said that he has a couple more commercial buildings, a 5,000 square foot building at 10 Memorial Street for an Auto Sales/Auto Body business, and the expansion of the Subway building creating a L shape off the side.

He also said he identified a conflict with lot coverage and impervious materials in the ordinance. He said it is currently at 20% which is very low for the commercial zone compared to 75% in the village zone.  Dennis suggested that the Planning Board take a look at this in the future and see if it should be revised.
