Intended Use: This project proposes the addition of a 15,125 gymnasium attached to the existing gymnasium.   

Eric Dube, Casco Bay Engineering Civil Engineer reviewed the highlights of the plans with the board.  He said this project is the addition of 15, 125 square foot building adjacent to the current gymnasium.  They showed two renderings of the project to the board.  It is a two-story full size basketball court, new entrance complete with handicap ramps, sidewalks, and hardscape.  He said they kept the travel lane as close to the building as they could and includes a drop off lane for buses. 

Mr. Lemieux asked if the traffic flow to the Sugg Middle School would be the same.

Mr. Dube said the traffic pattern would be the same with the exception of a temporary change during construction.  

Mr. Lunt asked what materials are being used.

Ryan Kanteres, Scott Simons Architects said that there are two types of brick one is a painted red and they were chosen to match and accent the existing upgrades that were done to the high school.

Mr. Lunt asked if there would be anything on the roof.

Mr. Kanteres said that they tried to minimize anything being on the roof but there is equipment on the roof, a draining mechanism which is outlined in the storm water plan.

Mr. Golletti asked what color the roof would be.

Mr. Kanteres said that the roof would be gray.

Mrs. Bunker asked what they were using for exterior light poles.

Mr. Dube said that the lighting would be downward LED lighting and there would be a mix of poles and bollards.

Mrs. Bunker asked if they received a copy of the design standards.

Both Mr. Dube and Mr. Kanteres said they received, reviewed them, and followed it as closely as possible.

Mr. Lunt wanted to clarify and make sure they understood that the landscape plan is not optional because there has been some confusion around that aspect on some former cases.

Mrs. Austin shared a printout with the board showing examples of some of the specimens that would be used in the landscape plan.

Mr. Douglass said that the abutters were notified but there were no abutters present.  He said that he could go through the checklist if the board wished to do so but there are not any outstanding items.

Mrs. Paradis, Chairman said she doesn't see any reason to go through the checklist.

VOTE (2014-53) Mr. Fellows seconded by Mr. Lunt moved to approve the Site Plan Application for Case #14-09 Lisbon High School Department without conditions.

9. CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICIAL BUSINESS: 

Mr. Douglass gave the board a copy of the letter that went out to Expert Volvo stating that a plan must be submitted by October and implemented by spring of 2015.

He also said he is looking for direction on the next ordinances to review.  He identified a conflict with lot coverage and impervious materials in the ordinance. He said it is currently at 20% which is very low for the commercial zone compared to 75% in the village zone.  He also suggested looking at the development of an ordinance for non-domestic animals and property maintenance ordinance.

Mrs. Bunker said the board should also look at the zoning around the areas of the Worumbo Mill and the School on the Route 196 corridor.

The board agreed to hold a workshop at their next meeting to discuss non-domestic animals and a property maintenance ordinance.
